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  Clone Stamp
1. Make a new layer by going to Layer (in the menu) ( New Layer
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2. Choose the Clone Stamp tool
3. Under sample in the options bar on top, choose “Current and Below”
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4. Hold option and click to take a sample of the pixels you would like to paint with.
5. Paint the area you want to change. Pay attention to the crosshairs, that indicates where your replacement pixels are being pulled from

a. You can get a preview of the area that will be cloned by holding option + shift
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6. Paint with that area on your photo to retouch or remove items
7. Repeatedly option click as many times as necessary to achieve desired effect.
