Dodge and Burn Layer

The dodge and burn layer allows us to selectively darken and lighten specific areas in our image.  To use the layer, do the following:

1. Open Photograph

2. Click Layer (in the menu) ( New Layer

1. Name the layer “Dodge & Burn”

2. Change the color to gray

3. Change the blend mode to soft light

4. Check the box that says “Fill with soft-light….”

5. Change the opacity to 50%
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Now you can use the paintbrush tool to paint white (brighten or “dodge”) or black (darken or “burn”) on your layer.  
Make sure you select an appropriate brush size and change your opacity to about 10% on your paintbrush
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
