Retouching

BEFORE YOU START

Make a background copy of your image by right clicking the background layer( Duplicate Image ( name this layer “Retouching”
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All the tools can be found here: 
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  Spot Healing Brush   

Good for small areas, bad for painting

1. Adjust the brush size to be slightly larger than the object you’d like to clean up
2. Click on that object

3. The spot healing brush will replace the pixels where you clicked with pixels that are similar to the area around where you clicked
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 Healing Brush 
For larger areas that need to be painted

1. Adjust the brush size
2. Hold the option key while you click on an area to sample (the sampled area will be replaced where you paint in the next step)

3. Paint the area you want to change. Pay attention to the crosshairs, that indicates where your replacement pixels are being pulled from

4. Let go of the mouse. Go to menu ( edit ( fade healing brush
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5. Adjust the opacity of the healing brush so that the edits look natural 
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 Patch Tool

Good for repairing large areas quickly

1. Use the patch tool to select the area that needs repairing
2. Click inside the selection

3. Drag the selection preview to an area you want to use for replacement pixels
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4. As soon as you let go of the mouse go to menu ( edit ( fade patch selection
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5. Adjust the opacity of the repair until it looks realistic
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
